NOTICE is hereby given that South Gloucestershire District Council proposes to make an order under sections 1(1), 2(1) to (3) and 4(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 as amended the effect of which will be to prohibit vehicles waiting at any time in lengths of Alexandra Road, Beaufort Road, Beesmoor Road, Bell Road, Bristol Road, Camberley Drive, Christy Close, Church Close, Church Lane, Church Road, Court Road, Footes Lane, Frome View, Heather Avenue, Kelbra Crescent, Lower Chapel Lane, Meadow View, Medway Drive, Oldlands Avenue, Park Lane, Rectory Road, Ridgeway, Ridings Road, School Road, St Saviour’s Rise, Sunnyside, The Causeway, The Land, The Ridge, Walter Road, Watermore Close, Wayside Close, West Ridge, Western Avenue, Woodend Road, Wylington Road, Frampton Cotterell.
Exemptions in the order permit any vehicle to wait for the purpose of boarding or alighting; loading or unloading goods; delivering postal packets; maintenance of the road; supply of gas, water or electricity; the pursuance of statutory powers or duties; taking in petrol, oil, water or air from any garage; weddings or funerals and in accordance with the current provisions for vehicles displaying a disabled person's badge.
